The 41st Arnual Sports of the School
was an occasion that would long be remem-
bered by Old Boys for two very good rea-
sons, Our relay team broke the long spell
of wins by S.J.I in the Inter-OBA 4 x 110
relay for the Tan Chin Tuan Cup in the
record time of 45.8 secs. This was the first
win by ACS. OBA. since the relay was
introduced five years ago. For the first time
too, many young Old Boys reeded no urging
to take part in the events for Old Boys.
There were too many of them to mention
by names but special credit must be given
to three gentlemen who were responsible
for this sudden outburst of enthusiasm —
Mr. Tan Soo Hian, the coach of the Relay
Team, Mr. Teo Tye Hin, the Chairmar of
the Games Sub-Committee and the Presid-
ent, Mr. Chen Jan Jee, who himself set the
pace by thundering along the 100 yards
track when Chan Onn Leng flashed past him
like lightning.

The same enthusiasm prevailed at the
18th Annual Swimming Carnival when
Freddie Lee and Company swept the board
in the Old Boys' Events,

Enthusiasm too was not lacking in the
Past vs. Present Annual Matches although
in some of the games some Old Boys re-
minded spectators of jack fruits droppin
when they fell. In Socccer youth dominat
and triumphed over age and experience.
The Present Boys won by two clear goals.
In Hockey, what the Old Boys lacked in
speed and stamina, they made up by their
stubborn defence and superb stick-work, to
force a goalless draw, Experierce and ma-
turity, however, had their revenge in Crie-
ket.
