4. Activities of the Association

1. Teachers' Welfare

. Awards and Scholarship

There have heen several awards and scholarships given out in the year under review to
applicants who fulfilled certain award criteria laid down by your Management Committee
and managed by the Subcommittee chaired by Dr Albert Wee.

TW Hinch Scholarship:

Awarded 52,000 to Mr Tan Chong Tze for his Final Year of B. Science in Physical Education
at University of Oregon.

Lim Song Scholarship:

Awards for this went to 1) Tan Soo- Yong who is doing his 4th Year MBBS: and 2) Kelvin
Kuhan Paramanandham to study Frist Year Arts and Social Science at the NUS. Jeffrey
Sng Cheng Hwa, a Lim Song scholar, graduated in Med icine and Surgery.

Teachers’ Development Fund -

Awarded 51 800 to James Chan Tuck Wah, a relief teacher at ACS, to assist him towards
completion of his MA in English at the NUS,

to improve the teaching abilities of teachers at the Primary School level. The Programme
was arranged and managed by the BOG's Human Resource Group.

Special Award:

OBA Meritorious Medals:

. Rules Beview

. Sports and ECA

This Subcommittee chaired by Glenn Knight is committed 1o fostering a closer relationship
between alumni and the School.

Its main project was the organisation of Fun Fesr 85 similar o the Tropical
Fary it organised in December 1986, This was held at the Lee Kuo Chuan Hall at Barker
Road.

They participa-
ted in a day of food, fun and games. The “pony” rides were a great hit. A variety programme
hosted by Eleanor Wong, an old girl, and leaturing the Omesimus Principle and Adil ana
Ben was well received.

The Past vs Present Games 1988 was held on 28th February 1988, The event saw a friendly
tussle for supremacy between the youthful drive of present ACS unfairly matched by the
experience and equally youthful spirit of the immediate past.

The Subcommittee also produced a Sports Seminar which contributed to the development
of the close ties between alumni and schools held at ACJS on 14th March 1987, It too was
2 great success.

. 1988 Founders’ Day Dinner

. OBA Related Activities
The OBA related activities are those that relate to the Board of Governors. In the year,
members played a part in the management of Oldham Hall, our hostel for boys; the Sports
Complex, the formation of the Board of Management of the Independent School, School
Development and Rund Raising, and the search for skilled Human Resou rees.
* Oldham Hall

There are presently 65 boys resident at Oldham Hall mainly from the Secondary 3 and
4 classes. Chaired by Ivor Thevathasan, he hoped to achieve the total allowable boarder
population of 150 in the near future. Presently, the day-to-day operations are run by the
Matron, Mrs Moirs Thomas, assisted by Housemasters Ng Eng Chin, Anthony Chew and
Wilson Tan. The latter is the first full-time Housemaster appointed to the Hall.
Sports Complex
Renovations to the Swimming Pool have now been completed and members are encouraged
to join the pool as subscribing members. Ong Ai Teik held the appointment to the chair.
Board of Management, Independent School
The report to the Minister of Education on the Independent School chaired by Chen Choong
Kong was accepted by the Minister in June 1987. The Board Management will consist
of 3 members from the Church, 3 from the OBA. and 3 from the community at large with
the Chairmanship belonging to the Church and the Vice Chairmanship to the presidency of
the OBA. Low Wee Ping, Ong Hock Chye and John Lee represented the OBA from the
Management Committee. The appointment of Board members is subject to the Minister's
approval and will be firmed for a 4-year term.
School Development and Fund Raising
The technical aspects of the physcial development of the four school units were looked
into by a Technical Subcommittee headed by Victor Chia. There was no further develop-
ment needs for the following school units-
ACJC Extension, The College was built decording to pre-1980 specifications and there-
fore did not meet the facilities requirements of the 80s. The extension will result in
twao additional lecture rheatres, and computer and AVA centres,
ACS (Independent School), This is a re-building programme of the existing School
Buildings at Barker Road, the site of the Independent School. Four ACSian architects
have been shortlisted for 2 final submission of detailed drawings for selection. Subject
o approval by the Ministry of Education, the winning design will be announced on
March Ist.
