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MINUTES OF 2006 ACS OBA ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

The Annual General Meeting (AGM) was held at the Music Studio, Arts Centre, Anglo-Chinese School
(Barker Road), 60 Barker Road, Singapore on Wednesday 29, March 2006.

The meeting was called to order by the President, Dr Ang Peng Tiam (APT) noting that there was a fuarum.
He invited Rev Dr John Barrett (18] to open the meeting with a prayer.

APT called for 1 minute of silence in remembrance of Tan Sri Tan Chin Tuan, a Past President of the OBA
and benefactor of the ACS family of schools and Mr Chan Siew Jiang, a Past Principal of ACS.

1.  PRESIDENT'S ADDRESS

1.1 APT gave an audio visual presentation of the activities and work done by the OBA for the past
year:

(1) The Teachers’ Welfare Fund - the OBA has been helping the needy teachers and would
like to help more of them. The alumni were asked to help idemtify and bring 1o the
notice of the OBA former teachers and staff of the schools who are in need of financial
help. The TWF subcommittee will then process them and assist where needed,

It was noted that the year of 1973/ 75 raised $31,501 for the TWF,

21 Lee Wei Kong - was an ACJC rugby player who was involved in a road accident on
January 2, 2005. He has made tremendous recovery since then and even made an
appearance in the Founder’s Day Dinner, 2006, The family was very touched by
and appreciative of the spontaneous response in contributions and the outpouring of
support, material and emotional, in LWK's time of need.

(3 AC Enterprise (ACE) - this has been set up as a means for the old bovs to network,

(4)  ECHO - this is a wonderful magazine which gives information on all the 6 schools in
the: ACS family and the OBA. Members were advised that they can read the magazine
on the wehsite or they can approach the Secretariat for hard copies to be sent to
them.

(51 Membership — Members were advised that the Registrar of Societics rejected our
proposed amendment to give membership to the students who are under 18 years
of age. Prior to this, we had approved membership, under this special category, to 5
persans. They have been advised of the present position and their membership fees
have been refunded to them, Members were advised that the OBA has been replacing
the old laminated membership cards with the new credit card size plastic ones,

Furthermore, the OBA has produced a new plastic cash card for members to purchase.

Members were also advised that the OBA is re-launching the affinity credit card. Al
will be kept informed of it.

Membership trend was about the same for year 2005 as compared with the previous
years,

B ALSOBA Awards for excellence - there are now 3 awards in place donated by Mr Noris
Ong, Mr Mirza Mamazie (a sports scholarship for rughy) and the family of the late Mr
Sandy Eu,
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(71 ALCS Spirit - the OBA has helped to facilitate reunions for the various cohorts.

i ACSian Coming Together (ACT) = the OBA organized two functions for the old boys to
get together. Those who attended found them very useful.

9 Golf - for the year 2005, the OBA organized two golf events — the Golf Classic and the
Christmas Goli. There will be another Golf Classic for the coming year in which all
collections less event cost and donations made will be given to ACIC for the building
and development fund,

(00 One ACS — APT recalled that in 1970 there were only 3 schools in the ACS family.
MNow there are 6 with another coming up in Jakarta, Indonesia, Parents of the children
n these schools have expressed concern over the fierce competition between our
schools. The OBA shares these concerns and is trying to bring the units together. It has
asked for views so that ACS schools can be truly one family.

There is an initiative 1o form a Rughy Team ACS for a tour to Bangkok. This team will
include players from the various schools. The BOG has endorsed this proposal.

TO CONFIRM THE MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING 2005/2006 (AR)

The Annual Report was taken as read and accepted, Mr Tan Poh Soon (TPS) proposing and Mr
Quek Chin Tiong (QCT) seconding.

APT raised the question as to whether there was any problem with the membership of the

OBA.  Each year, about 100 old boys, out of around 1000+ graduands, sign up as OBA
members.

Mr Eric Teng (ET) noted that the OBA has tried to improve membership fees. He suggested
that the OBA make everyone a member for a small token fee. This way the membership will
InCrease,

Mr Ng Eng Chin (NEC) advised that the basic problem, with & different schools, is how to
pull all of them together, He feels that there may be a need to inculcate the value and the
culture of ACS. At the moment, the schools share a common badge, a common anthem and
a commaon Founder's Day. However, this may not be enough and he suggested that there is

a need 1o look at the ethos and culture of the ACS Spirit. This way, the OBA may be able to
attract more members,

Mr Ong Ai Teck (OAT) advised that a good time for the boys to sign up for membership is on
graduation day. The schools can help to push this,

APT agreed with OAT that the more members the OBA has, the stronger it will be. However,
it is not important to members of the OBA for the old boys to support ACS in all its needs. All
the OBA needs is for a critical mass to take the leadership.

OAT agreed but said that the critical mass must be increased.

Mr William Tay (WT) suggested that the alumni take time to talk about the OBA and its
functions.

Mr Quek Chin Tiong (QCT) suggested that the OBA can help to open the ACS (BR) swimming
pol and calé to members.
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210 NEC replied that the take-up for the pool membership was poor when he opened it o the
OBA. The small number of members who signed up plus the infrequent usage made it not
worth ACS (BR)'s while to continue extending this facility.

3. TO PAS5 THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS (FS) FOR THE YEAR ENDED DECEMBER 31, 2005

1.1, Mr Lim Tat took the meeting through the Financial Statements for the vear ended 31
December 2005,

1.2 NEC enquired as to what the OBA has been doing with the Teachers” Welfare Fund.

3.3 APT replied that it is not likely that the TWF will reach a very substantial amount. In any
case, il has been used to help the needy teachers and recently to help out the family of the
late Estate Manager of ACS (1), The monthly honorarium to the needy teachers is unlikely to
g up, the OBA preferring to give on special occasions or in cases of special needs.

34 The Financial Statements were passed. Mr Jimmie Tay (IT) proposed and Mr Ong Al Teck
(OAT) seconded.

4.  TO RECEIVE THE REPORTS FROM THE PRINCIPALS OF THE ACS SCHOOLS

4.1, ACIC - Mrs Kelvyna Chan (KC) reported that the college has done well academically. The
2005 results surpassed those of 2004, The college produced 2 top scholars. As for the non-
academic side, the college choir has been named the Choir of the Year, KC appealed for
support for the building of the Centre of Performing Ans, a performer-sensitive centre.

Mr David Chan (DC) enquired as to whether there is any change in the intake of JC 1 students,
in particular of boys, now that ACS (1) has started an 1B programme.

KC advised that ACJC is "strategizing” to make it more attractive, especially to ACS boys, So
far, ACS (1) is the largest feeder, followed closely by MGS and ACS (BR),

Mr Quek Chin Tiong (QCT) noted that the cut-off points for entry into ACIC has been steadily
lowered from 10 (2004, 9 (2005) to B (2006),

DC commended the ACIC for being a true beacon of light seeing that it is a college of choice
for many of the students from ACS and other Methadist schools.

4.2 ACS ilnternationall - Rev John Barrett (1B} reported that Phase 1 of the upgrade of the school
premises has been completed but there is a building programme, especially the completion of
a classroom block for another 200 studenits 1o house students for all 6 years. Currently, there
are 430 stuclents, the number of which is more than expected, The work culture and ethos
of the teachers are wonderful and the school has some very good senior students, It is the
school's intention to build on this turther,

4.3 ACS (BR) - Mr Ng Eng Chin (NEC) reported that the school has a diverse community of
students. Yet, despite this, it treats all students on equal footing, never distinguishing them on
the basis of their social background. He also reported that in 2005 the school raised $7,196
for the Teachers” Wellare Fund. Mr Ong Al Teck (OAT) was concerned that the standard of
Athletics has gone downhill and suggested that the school “recruits” more sportsmen from our
feeder schools,

4.4 ACS (I} = Dr Ong Teck Chin (OTC) reported that the school was able to admit many of the
students trom the 2 feeder schools, The school has also excelled in sports.

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4.5 ACS (]} - Mr Peter Tan (PT) reported, among other things, that at the end of 2008, the school
will move to newer and bigger premises on a site 3 times the size of its present location,

BF agreed with BL but mentioned that the OBA needs help from the alumini at large to help organize
the programmes and more importantly, for self-renewal.

TTA mentioned that we want old boys to come forward and help to organize activities which bring
alumni together. He suggested that the OBA could lend its name to these activities organized by the
alumni and the schools. The OBA wants to make a concerted effort to bring all together,

BL mentioned that the various coharts have been organizing activities on their own. APT said that
he would like encourage to them to organize these activities under the banner of ACSOBA.

There being no other business, APT called the meeting to a close at 8:00pm with a closing prayer by

MNEC.
